Babylon 5 was the first-ever television series to use extensive computer-generated imagery and to shoot and air in a widescreen format.  The series rewarded fan loyalty and broke new ground by maintaining narrative consistency through a five-year story arc, and the show was singled out by NASA, the Jet Propulsion Laboratory and other noted institutions for its science-based treatment of futuristic space themes/technology.
